Selection Criteria: 

 
Candidates will be selected by the following criteria: 

 

• Must have made advancements or contributions to the peanut community 

• A minimum GPA of 3.0 

• Record of community service 
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Procedures and Deadlines for Submission: 

 
A completed entry must include the following: 

 

• Completed application form. Incomplete entry forms may be disqualified. 

• Summary of applicant’s activities as they relate to the selection criteria, no longer 

than two pages. 

• Letter of recommendation from applicant’s major professor stating why he or she 

deserves the award. 

• All applications must be received by April 24, 2025. 

• All entries become the property of the Peanut Proud Board and will not be 

returned, nor will they be kept on file for subsequent years. 

• Winners are responsible for all taxes.
