Groups were tasked
with identifying which sandwiches
were the likely source of L. monocyto-
genes isolates, identifying the source
of contamination, and predicting a
reason for the presence of the food-
borne pathogen and why this food
was making individuals ill. Although
challenging, participants enjoyed this

activity, and one group managed to
win for providing all correct answers.
As an added incentive, the Affiliate
offered gift cards to the first winning

team to solve the case study.

The AGM ended on a high note with
guest speaker Tom Brenner, UBC
Ph.D. candidate, presenting
“Formulating a Broad-Spectrum Bac-
teriophage Cocktail Against Perva-
sive Poultry-Associated Salmonella
enterica Serovars.” Tom talked about
his research on formulating a broad-
spectrum cocktail containing three
sewage phages with high killing
efficacy across all tested poultry-

associated Salmonella isolates in vitro.
